It is now time to focus on (3) topics that interest you.  For each of the (3) topics that interest you, you will need to do some research on the history and science of the topic as well as its importance.  
This process will help you answer (5) important questions:
1. Does the topic have enough information for me to fully research?

2. Can I understand the information available to me?

3. Does this topic have enough depth to keep me interested for 5 months?

4. Can I find a primary source?

5. After answering the above, does the topic still interest me?

Complete one graphic organizer for each of your top 3 choices. Put them in ranking order, 1 being your top choice. The team will review your proposal and determine which topic is a good fit for you.  Keep in mind that you will be working on this topic for the next 5 months.  Once a topic is assigned, you will not be able to change it. The more time and effort you invest into developing (3) top choices, the more you will enjoy the entire Exhibition process.  
Topic proposals are due Wednesday, January 10 during morning Advisory.  Topics will be assigned the week of January 16. Research will officially begin on Monday January 22.
